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RESUMEN

La Teoria del Circulo Vicioso de la Pobreza ilustra de qué manera una persona, sociedad o pais
puede perpetuar su situacion de pobreza. Plantea que si una persona tiene bajos ingresos,
estos son destinados mayoritariamente al consumo, sin quedar excedente para la inversion
(educacion, salud, etc.) y perdiendo la capacidad de ahorro; situacion que puede persistir
indefinidamente, a menos que obtenga mayores ingresos.

El presente trabajo centra la atencién en la variable “consumo”, proponiendo que una buena
parte de los ingresos son destinados a la adquisicion de productos y servicios que satisfacen
deseos, mientras que si fueran utilizados exclusivamente para la satisfaccion de necesidades,
existiria un margen que podria destinarse a la inversién y/o ahorro.

Pretendemos explicar esta conducta a partir del proceso neurocientifico denominado Circuito de
Recompensa, proceso emocional que dirige la toma de decisiones hacia la satisfaccion
inmediata de un deseo que genera placer, por sobre la satisfaccion de una necesidad a largo
plazo.
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ABSTRACT

This Theory of Poverty Vicious lllustrates how a person, a society or a country may perpetuate
their situation of poverty.

It states the fact that if a person has a low income, this is mainly destined to consumption, with
no surplus whatsoever for investment (education, health and so forth) and their saving capacity
is thus lost. This situation can last indefinitely, unless they get higher revenues.

This work focuses on the “consumption” variable, posing that a large portion of the revenues are
assigned to the purchase of product is and services that satisfy certain needs, whereas if they
were entirely utilized for the satisfaction of needs, there would be a scope that could be allocated
to investment and /or saving.

We intend to explain this conduct on the basis of neuroscientist process hamed Reward Circuit,
which is an emotional process that conducts the decision - making towards the immediate
satisfaction of a desire that generates pleasure, over the satisfaction of a long - term need.
